Food Vendors take note

Throughout the summer the market is visited by the CRD Health Unit. As we mentioned in previous years, the CRD Health Unit is enforcing regulations that affect everyone who sells prepared food.  It is important that you contact them if you are a food vendor to ensure that you meet all their requirements. We have been informed that all food vendors must have and display at their stall a current Food Safe Certificate.  This is especially true if you're preparing food on-site.  You'll also need a current sticker for your cart (if you use one). Thanks for working to create a professionally run market for our customers to enjoy.
Equity among Vendors

There can be too much of a good thing!  That's why the Peninsula Country Market has the responsibility to monitor and, if necessary, control the type of goods sold at the Market and the way those products are sold.

To begin with, vendors of produce are not limited in any way to the type of produce they bring to the Market.  However, it is best if two vendors of tomatoes, for example, are not adjacent to each other.  Therefore, we ask food vendors to be specific when they advise the Market Manager about what they're selling so preparations can be made in advance.

The same holds true for craft vendors, although we do tend more to limit vendors of similar crafts at the same Market day.

Unfortunately, it gets somewhat 'gray' when we begin discussing the last minute or 'secondary' items that vendors bring in at the last minute.  For this reason, if you plan on selling a product other than your primary product, you must advise the Market Manager in advance.  That way s/he can minimize the chance of vendors with similar products being placed next to each other – after all, we want a happy and profitable group of vendors!

In other words, if you're a food vendor, please tell the manager before you're adding a new item.  Craft vendors, too – let the manager know before you're expanding, especially if you're moving into foods!  This way she can make sure there's no overlap in products.

By the way, you can register as both a Produce and a Craft vendor, or Food and Produce, or well, you get the picture.  All we ask is that you keep us up to date.
